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Absence of arm/leg/limb/eye.

Anaphylaxis, severe, to insects or food.
Aphakia, surgical or traumatic.

Asthma, moderate or severe (Reactive Airways Disease, recurrent Exercise Induced Bronchospasm, or Asthmatic Bronchitis), reliably diagnosed by entries in applicant’s medical records or by specialist evaluation. 

Cirrhosis.

Blindness.

Body Art/Tattoos: Body art/tattoos that are excessive, obscene, advocate sexual, racial, ethnic, or religious discrimination.  (These are predictors of psychiatric conditions that are incompatible with the military environment.)

Bronchiectasis or Atelectasis.

Cancer with treatment within the last five years.  Waivers may be granted for successfully treated basal cell cancer within the past two years.

Cataracts.

Corneal Transplant, history of same.

Crohn’s Disease and Ulcerative Colitis or history of other chronic

Inflammatory bowel disease.

Diabetes Mellitus, Type I or Type II.

Eating Disorders:  Anorexia Nervosa

Glaucoma any degree, regardless of control.

Head Injury, severe, within the past five years.  Severe head trauma is defined as unconsciousness or amnesia alone or in combination of greater than 24 hours; depressed skull fracture; laceration or contusion to the brain; any hematoma epidural and deeper; any associated abscess or meningitis; focal neurological signs; radiographic evidence of retained metallic or bony fragments; or early post-traumatic seizures that occur greater than 30 minutes and within seven days of injury.

Hearing Loss, total, unilateral or bilateral; hearing loss greater than 60 db.

Headaches, recurrent, severe, which require prescription medication or interfere with daily activity (loss of work or school or that require the individual to avoid light or noise).

Heart Conditions, valvular, with more than trace or trivial regurgitation.  Insufficiency, stenosis, tachyarrhythmias  or other unrepaired congenital structural or conductive heart defects.
Hepatitis, chronic;  Hepatitis B or Hepatitis C carrier.

Intestinal Obstruction:  more than one episode.

Keratoconus
Keratorefractive Surgery (Radial Keratotomy).  Waivers may be granted for PRK and LASIK.

Kidney, single for any cause (congenital or traumatic).
Malignant Hyperthermia/Hyperpyrexia), allergy to anesthetic agents or a positive family history of same.

Medullary Sponge Kidney, Nephrotic Syndrome or Minimal Change Kidney Disease.

Middle Ear Surgery where the ossicular chain (malleus, incus, stapes) has been

Altered resulting in a decreased hearing acuity.

Nystagmus
Ocular implants.

Optic Neuritis or history of same.

Orthopedic Injuries that result in functional limitations secondary to residual muscle weakness or decreased range of motion

Osteochondroma, recurrent.

Otitis Media, chronic.

Pes Cavus, severe, symptomatic.

Prosthetic Replacement of Joints.

Psychiatric Conditions:  Major Depression, recurrent; Bipolar Disorder; Schizophrenia; Panic Disorders; Sexual Disorders; Personality Disorders, severe.

Refractive Error, excessive.

Retinal Detachment, spontaneous or traumatic, recurrent.
Scoliosis greater than 30 degrees thoracic or 20 degrees lumbar as measured by the Cobb method.

Seizure Disorders, unless the seizures were associated with fever before the 5th birthday or if a single seizure occurred immediately after an injury:

Waivers may also be considered if an applicant has been free of seizures with a normal EEG while off all anti-epileptic medication for a period of 5 years. Waiver requests must include an complete neurological evaluation and interpretation of an awake and sleep EEG of good quality plus the results of a head imaging study (CT or MRI) all obtained within 3 months of the examination. 

Silastic Implants (except breast).

Shoulder Dislocations, verified history of recurrent episodes with or without surgical correction.

Skin disorders, chronic.  Atopic dermatitis- with active or residual lesions in the characteristic areas (face, neck, antecubital and popliteal fossae); Eczema, chronic resistant to treatment, and; Psoriasis with greater than two small patches.

Spinal Fusion, greater than two vertebral spaces, congenital or surgical.

Substance Dependence

Undescended testicle unless surgically removed or confirmed to be absent; congenital or surgical bilateral absence.

Urticaria, chronic/recurrent with or without a known cause.

Uveitis, chronic peripheral.

Any condition which requires periodic medical examinations and/or special studies to ensure that the condition is stable (for example, heart conditions requiring yearly echocardiograms, or CNS cysts or other lesions requiring serial neurological evaluations and MRI’s).
