1. Purpose. To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command, the change to the coding of education credentials when students failed state mandated secondary

school exit tests in school years 1999-2000 and thereafter. 

2. Background. Current policy contained in reference (a)

requires coding these applicants, as follows: 

     a. DD1966/1  Block 12:  code as 12Z 
        DD1966/1  Block 18i: code as 12Z 

        DD1966/1  Block 19:  code as 12Z 

        DD1966/3  Block 34:  code as 12Z 

     b. ARMS Reporting: Code as 12L and utilize the Special  Interest Category second digit using “Z”. 

3. Information. Department of Defense (DoD) agencies such as Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) and the United 

States Military Entrance Processing Command (USMEPCOM) have requested the education code of 12Z be changed. This code        was previously used in the DOD Data Dictionary, and is            causing data to be misinterpreted. Therefore, they have         requested and DoD has approved the changing of the code for    Exit Exam Failures from 12Z to 12F. 

4. Action. Effective 17 February 2001 the following action be initiated: 

   a. Any new contract who completed all requirements for graduation in School Year 1999-2000 and thereafter, but failed

the exit exam and the recruiter provides a High School 
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Verification Letter with transcripts, that shows the date 

of the exit test, and the  sole reason for not graduating is    for failing the exit exam (Tier I status can be applied for

up to one year from the date of the original exit test) will

be coded as follows: 

        (1) DD1966/1  Block  12:  code as 12F
            DD1966/1  Block  18i: code as 12F 

            DD1966/1  Block  19:  code as 12F 

            DD1966/3  Block  34:  code as 12F 

Note:  SSN’s of members of the Delayed Entry Program (DEP), currently existing on the Host and the 65 MEPS MIRS Databases

will automatically be changed from “Z” to “F”.  

        (2) ARMS Reporting: Code as 12L and utilize the     Special Interest Category second digit using "F". 

The DD Form 1966/1 is the  primary source of information for    the MEPS MIRS input, which ultimately feeds the Defense 

Data Manpower Center (DMDC). The new DOD Education Code “F”

must be used for all DD1966 coding.  The utilization of 12L      in ARMS with the Special Interest code of “F” is used to       account for Tier I status for NAVMC 5022. 

     b. Due to the previous implementation of Education 

Code "Z" by DOD outlined in reference (a), the use of the       "Z" for USMC Alternate/Continuation High School Tier I was modified to "V". Effective 1 February 2001 the following       will be modified for all Alternate/Continuation High School Graduates as follows: 

        (1) DD1966/1 Block 12:  code as 12Z   

            DD1966/1 Block 18i: code as 12Z

            DD1966/1 Block 19:  code as 12Z 

            DD1966/3 Block 34:  code as 12Z 

        (2) ARMS Reporting: Code as 12L and utilize the Special Interest Category second digit using "Z". This informal change will allow for capturing the proper Tier I status on these applicants on the NAVMC 5022. 
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     c. Frost Call 035-00 is hereby cancelled. 

     d. Remove the pencil change to Appendix C, page C-14, of reference (b) changing the code -Z" to "V". (ARMS USE ONLY). 

5. All education codes will be incorporated into the next change to reference (b), and into Marine Corps Recruiting Information Support System (MCRISS).

Subj:  EXIT EXAM FAILURES EDUC CODE 12F

1.  Recently a case was forwarded to MCRC regarding a Exit Exam Failure scenario.  After further review by MCRC personnel it did not appear to follow the DoD criteria outlined in reference (a).  MCRC contacted OASD and asked for further clarification on criteria of Exit Exam Failures.

2.  The specific case involved an applicant who took a State required Course Exam, in this case a State Regents Exam.  These exams are taken for certain courses i.e. ENGLISH, HISTORY, MATHEMATICS & LANGUAGES.  Students in the state all take the same exam at the end of the course, i.e. U.S. HISTORY REGENTS EXAM.  There is no local teacher, local school, or school district exam.  The student failed this course exam and was not graduated for failing the state regents exam in the specific course, i.e.  U.S. HISTORY.   The HS Verification Letter stated "Student has not fulfilled  U.S. HISTORY REGENTS REQUIREMENTS".

3.  OASD responded to MCRC and the result was not in scope of the Exit Exam Failure criteria for a 12F/Tier I.   The following was provided in reference (b):

    "A course exam is not an exit exam.  As I understand your message, I agree with your interpretation; the "F" code would not apply. The way states have set up exit exams, it is possible to pass all required courses, but then fail the state-sponsored exit test.  Typically, exit testing is conducted well before the senior year and individuals are given multiple opportunities to pass the exit test before the graduation date.  I don't know of any state that allows an individual who fails a course to take and/or pass an exit test, and then graduate.  I hope everyone understands that first and foremost, the military cannot appear to undermine the graduation standards set by states and schools.  The purpose of the 12F code to simply to insure that recruiters didn't get surprised in June by large numbers of seniors, in the DEP, who "suddenly" fail their state's exit test."

4.  Please ensure all recruiters, NCOIC's, MEPS LNCO's, Command Groups at the RS level are cognizant that Course Exam failures do not meet the intent of MCRC FC 006-01 and DoD policy.   Districts (Ops & Contact Teams)  and Regions (AC/S and RLS) ensure all concerned are also aware of this.
