1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command, the guidance in documentation required of the new DD 2807-2 Medical Prescreen of Medical History Report form.

2.  Background.  The new DD 2807-2 Medical Prescreen of Medical History Report form takes effect 2 January 2001.  This new form requires parental signature as verification for all 17 year old applicants.  Block 2a.(73)a,b,c, of the enclosure, requires the applicant to self admit their preservice drug history.  MCRC has raised a concern that capturing the drug history on this form and having the form  reviewed and signed by parents, could result in a reluctance on the part of applicants to be honest and sincere about their preservice drug history.  MCRC’s position is that since our recruiting personnel already require applicants to declare their preservice drug history on the “Drug Abuse Screening Form” (DASF) this is the vehicle to be used.  MCRC has forwarded a formal request to MEPCOM seeking permission to allow the DASF to act as the agent to annotate preservice drug history, and MEPCOM has forwarded the request to the Office of Assistant Secretary of Defense (OASD).  In the interim the reference has provided relief in allowing this to occur.

3.  Information.  The Drug Abuse Screening Form (DASF), will be completed for all applicants.  When processing applicants, block 2a.(73)a,b,c, of the DD 2807-2, insert the following “See DASF”.  The DASF will then be copied and attached to the DD 2807-2 Medical Prescreen of Medical History Report form when submitted to the MEPS for processing.  This will preclude the applicant from withholding preservice drug history from medical personnel in fear that a parent of guardian would review the form.
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4.  Action.  Effective 2 January 2001 the above guidance will be utilized for all applicants processed at the MEPS, until further guidance is received.  MEPCOM has given this guidance to all MEPS in reference (a).
