1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command, the implementation of the updated  Department of Defense Record of Military Processing – Armed Forces of the United States Form DD 1966.

2.  Background.  The Department of Defense has updated the Record of Military Processing – Armed Forces of the United States DD Form 1966.  The form was updated from DOD working groups with the objective of conforming to DOD directives and initiatives.  Some of these initiatives are to capture the six highest levels of waiver for DEP blocks 17.g.(1) to (6), and Accession blocks 18.e.(1) to (6).  The Section VI Remarks section was expanded to a full page, and Section VII Parental/ Guardian Consent for Enlistment was modified to include statements regarding  “required to serve in combat or hazardous duty”, and “transported unsupervised to /from MEPS via public conveyance and to stay unsupervised at a government contracted hotel facility”.  

3.  Information.  The updated DD Form 1966 Record of Military Processing – Armed Forces of the United States will be used immediately.  Previous editions are now obsolete, and only the January 2001 version will be used.  Due to the short fuse notification from DOD, it is requested that Recruiting Stations expedite the use of the new form no later than 1 February 2001.  The forms are available on the Department of Defense Forms Website. The website is:

Once at the site, click on DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE FORMS, then, BY NUMBER (Both Active and Cancelled Forms), down to DOD Forms to 1939 to 1992.   When the page opens the new forms are listed numerically.  Click on the requested form, DD 1966 Record of Military Processing, when the page opens, go down to Available Form Format (i.e. Adobe) and pick the format for software at your station to print the required form.

4.  Action.   Effective 1 February 2001 utilize the new

DD 1966 Record of Military Processing – Armed Forces of the United States for processing.  Attention to the following are directed:

    a.  MEPS LNCO’s annotate the six highest levels of waiver required for DEP in blocks 17.g.(1) to (6) required for enlistment using the DOD Waiver Codes .  No waiver requires entries of YYY in block 17.g.(1). 

    b.  MEPS LNCO’s annotate the six highest levels of waiver required for Accession (only those that occurred while in the DEP) in blocks 18.e.(1) to (6) required to access using the DOD Waiver Codes.  No waiver requires entries of YYY in block 18.e.(1). 

    c.  RECRUITERS/NCOIC’s in Block 26 DRUG USE AND ABUSE.  If the applicant responds “YES” To this question, make the following statement in Section VI – REMARKS:

Documentation on Marine Corps Drug Abuse Screening

Form in accordance with MCO P1100.72 MPPM 
    d.  RECRUITING STATIONS are to ensure all hands are aware of the new statements inserted into the Parental/ Guardian Consent for Enlistment portion of Section VII.
