1.  Purpose.  Notification to all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command of the implementation of a Pre-Service Moral Character study.  

2.  Background.   The Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense (OSAD) has issued a memorandum regarding the Congressionally mandated study of Moral Character Enlistment Waivers and Attrition.

3.  Information.  Starting in June 2001 for a 5 month period of time a contractor will begin collecting waiver data on all accessions. The information collected will be obtained from the SF86/EPSQ.

4.  Action.

    a.  Effective 20 May 01 the MEPS LNCO will ensure an SF86/EPSQ is done on all accessions. The original and a copy are to be placed in the accession’s shipping package on the right side. A memorandum of agreement will be sent to USMEPCOM to ensure this stays in the accession’s packet during breakdown.

    b.  Once the applicant arrives at MCRD, RLS representative’s will remove a copy of the SF86/EPSQ on each accessions (all shippers) and place it in a envelope to be mailed to the address below utilizing a weekly mail out system.
