Recruiters are the most visible element of the

Marine Corps, and as such, they are expected to conduct

themselves in a highly professional manner at all times, and to

respect the civilian community in which they are located.

Developing strong community relations is imperative to the

success of the Recruiting Command. All Marine Corps Recruiting

Command personnel will only park in those spaces designated by

local lease agreements, and Corps of Engineer negotiated

contracts. Taking steps as simple as obeying the parking

guidelines established by these leases and contracts can go a

long way in developing positive working relationships with our

civilian neighbors. It is the responsibility of every Marine on

recruiting duty to ensure the high standards of the Marine Corps

are fostered and demonstrated at all times.
