1. Purpose.  Reference (a) is hereby canceled.  To provide guidance on coding in the Automated Recruit Management System (ARMS), for those members of the Delayed Entry Program (DEP), who tested positive at the Military Entrance Processing Stations (MEPS), on the Drug and Alcohol Test (DAT).

2.  Background.  The Secretary of Defense memorandum states all applicants for military service, active and reserve, will be tested for drugs and alcohol during their initial physical examination.  Applicants for service are tested for THC, cocaine, and other drugs, and are screened for alcohol use and dependency.  Applicants who test positive are disqualified for enlistment in the Marine Corps and may not pursue an enlistment waiver for a minimum of six months for THC or alcohol, and one year for cocaine, from the date of the test.  
3.  Information.  Effective 1 August 1997, all Marine Corps applicants (regular, reserve, officer programs, and re-enlistments) will be screened for drugs and alcohol during their initial MEPS physical.  Results will normally be returned to the MEPS Liaisons in 96 hours.  Applicants who were enlisted pending test results will be DEP discharged as soon as possible, but not later than the 10th day of the next month upon notification of confirmed positive results. There are NO EXCEPTIONS TO THE DRUG AND ALCOHOL TEST POLICY.  
4.  Action.  Effective upon receipt, all discharges from the DEP for positive DAT tests or any disapproved drug waiver, will be coded accordingly.  Utilize DEP Discharge Code ZZY (Positive DAT) on the ARMS Screen.  Also all Recruiting Stations who have taken discharges this FY, utilizing DEP Discharge Code ZFA, will forward Name and SSN to MCRC Operations via the District, for correction of those records.  For those stations that have not taken discharges yet, utilize DEP Discharge Code ZZY.
