1.  Purpose.  To implement the FY00 Non-Prior Service (NPS) SRIP and MGIB-SR KICKER programs and provide district allocations for each incentive.

3.  Action

    a.  All eligibility requirements for the subject incentive programs are contained in the references.  Ensure your staff members familiarize themselves with the parameters of the programs and adhere to all published administrative procedures.

    b.  All Reserve Procurement Chiefs are required to review the incentive combinations in the references for 
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RUCs within your geographical areas and compare the results with available QSNs.  If incentives exist where no QSN is available for FY00, the incentive allocation can be reassigned for more effective utilization.  

    c.  Results of the incentive comparison (listing the RUC/MOS combination(s) without correlating QSNs) are due to MCRC via regional offices NLT 15 December 1999.  Negative replies per district are required.

    d. Incentive allocations will not be changed or exceeded without prior approval.  Requests regarding Reserve incentive allocations will be submitted to CMC (RAP-32) via MCRC (Enlisted Reserve Procurement).
