Subj: AMPLIFYING INSTRUCTIONS ON PERMISSIVE RECRUITER’S ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (PRASP)

Ref:  (a) MCRC Frost Call 003-97

1.  Purpose.  To reinforce the current procedures for PRASP and ensure that proper coordination is done to avoid reporting complications associated with the upcoming holidays.

2.  Background.  Because of the upcoming holidays, Marines assigned to PRASP may not necessarily be assigned the usual seven or fourteen days.  For instance, after the 7 December report date for SOI East, the next class will not report until 4 January 2000.  As a result some Marines may be on PRASP for longer than normal.  It is paramount that the PRASP coordinators at the Recruiting Stations pay close attention to the actual report dates on the PRASP message in order to ensure compliance with report dates outside of the norms. 
3.  Information.  Following are some trends identified by the Schools of Infantry of Marines reporting from PRASP.
    a.  PRASP Marines are reporting late due to failure to make proper travel arrangements.  Currently, there is only one airline serving Jacksonville, NC, Marines need to make travel arrangements early in order to report to SOI on time.

    b.  PRASP Marines not reporting to SOI with modifications to their original orders.  This puts a Marine in an unauthorized absence status because SOI has no way of knowing that they were on PRASP.  PRASP Marines will not be able to settle their travel claims without the Recruiting Station’s modification to their original orders.
    c.  PRASP Marines are reporting to SOI without the proper uniforms.  Marines need to report to SOI in the servce “A” uniform.  Marines should report with everything that they were issued in recruit training.  It is recommended that PRASP Marines hand carry a complete set of utilities and boots so that they can still train in the event that their luggage does not arrive on time.
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d.  Marines reporting to SOI that are supposed to be on PRASP.  Although this is usually not a big problem because these Marines can usually be fit into a training company, this will become increasingly difficult during the upcoming weeks.  It is important that the Recruiting Stations keep the Marines on PRASP that they have committed to keeping.

    e.  Marines reporting to SOI with personally owned vehicles.  POV’s are not authorized for students training at SOI.

4.  Action.  Ensure that Marines assigned to the PRASP Program are complying with the procedures set forth in MCRC Frost Call 003-97 (PRASP SOP).
