1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command, the change to criteria for the Musician Enlistment Option Program (MEOP).

2.  Background.  Reference (a) established a two (2) year test program to study the validity of allowing Mental Group IIIB (AFQT 31-49) to enlist under the provisions of the MEOP contained in reference (b).  

3.  Information.  


a.  Lowering the I-IIIA AFQT requirement to Mental Group IIIB (AFQT 31-49) did not impact School of Music attrition.  The OccFld Sponsor agreed to accept the IIIB (AFQT 31-49) into the MEOP.  A minimum CL score of 100 or above is also implemented to act as a filter to ensure individual administrative ability.


b.  Effective 1 March 2001, any MEOP applicant with an AFQT of 31 or above and a CL of 100 or above as well as a valid Musical Technical Screening score of 2.70 or higher, will be eligible for the MEOP.

4.  Action


a.  Pen change enclosure (5) of reference (b), para 2b to read:



(1)  “Minimum AFQT score of 31 and minimum CL score of 100.”


b.  This criteria change is not applicable to the “U4” (U.S. Marine Drum and Bugle Corps) or the “U1” “President’s Own” Marine Band).

c.  Recruiting Stations.  Ensure this information receives widest dissemination to MEPS Liaison, NCOICs, and recruiters.

5.  This change will be incorporated in the next formal change to reference (b).
