1.  Purpose.  To inform Recruiting Commanders of the requirement that all shippers must bring shot/immunization records to the Marine Corps Recruit Depots.

2.  Background.  References (a) through (d) promulgate information concerning the requirement for applicants, whenever possible, to carry their shot records to recruit training.  This practice reduces the number of shots required as part of initial depot processing and can result in significant savings, potentially millions of dollars each year.  Contact with the action officer at BUMED indicates that compliance at Marine Corps Recruit Depots lags significantly behind the Navy at Great Lakes.

3.  Information.  The enclosure is an earlier letter from the Commanding General, Marine Corps Recruiting Command on this issue.  It directs that procedures at all levels be reviewed to determine if changes can be made to improve collection rates, command-wide.  The low rates reported may indicate a systemic problem that, if resolved, could result in better accounting and reporting of collection rates.  For example, the records could be routinely left out of the package building effort at the local MEPS, or perhaps the way medical facilities at the depots are collecting, collating, and reporting the information is faulty.  This cost-saving procedure will serve us all better in the long run. 

4.  Action.  I ask that District Commanding Officers ensure that all Recruiting Station commanders are aware of and in compliance with this requirement, and that the Recruiting Region Commanding Generals please review depot medical procedures to verify that our efforts are properly credited.
