Subj: PROCESSING ENLISTMENTS FOR CANADIAN-BORN NORTH

Ref:  MCO P1100.72B (MPPM)

1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command of the implementation of procedures to process enlistments for Canadian-born North American Indians applicants.

2.  Background.  The Jay Treaty that was signed over 200 years ago between the United States and Canada recognized that North American Indians were residents of the continent well before the establishment of both countries.  Understanding that tribal nation boundaries and movements crossed what became the border between the United States and Canada, North American Indians are not bound by designating specific residency in these countries.

3.  Information.  Paragraph 3221.1c of the reference contains a requirement for Canadian-born North American Indians to establish a residence and home of record in the United States in order to be eligible for enlistment.  Since the Jay Treaty recognizes the unique privileges afforded to North American Indians, establishing residence in one country or the other should not be a requirement for enlistment.

4.  Action

    a.  Any Canadian-born North American Indian who has

the following documentation will not be required to have a current address or home of record in the United States: 

        (1) Long form birth certificate

        (2) Tribal letter/card with band, tribe, or nation, which shows North American Indian of 50% quantum of Indian blood

        (3) INS Form I-181, Creation of Record

        (4) Any documents listed in paragraph 3221.1b of the reference

    b.  Applicant will be coded as an immigrant Alien (specify) on DD-1966/1 Citizens block.  Note:  Canadian-born North American Indians are not U.S. Citizens unless they have applied for and have been approved for citizenship by INS and can show proof of citizenship.  Their citizenship status may preclude them from qualification for certain enlisted incentive programs.
