1.  Purpose.  To notify all commands of the lifting of age restrictions on Infantry or Combat Arms related programs.

2.  Information.  Marine Corps Recruiting Command has been notified by Manpower and Reserve Affairs , Manpower Plans and Policy [M&RA (MP)] that the requirement for Marines to reach the age of 18 prior to completing SOI no longer exists for Marines entering combat arms or infantry MOS's. 

3.  Action 

    a.  Remove the requirement of Note 7 of reference (a), for the following Enlistment Option Programs (EOP) and Quality Enlistment Program (QEP): 

    UH  Infantry (EOP)

    UV  Marine Security Forces (EOP)

        UZ   Reconnaissance Marine (EOP)

    CE  Combat Support (EOP)

    Y3  Infantry (QEP) 

    b.  The following Enlistment Option Program (EOP) and Quality Enlistment Program/College Enlistment Program (QEP/CEP) still have a requirement of age 18 at the time the MOS is assigned, per the MOS Manual:

    UJ Nuclear, Biological and Chemical 

    YP(94) Nuclear, Biological and Chemical

4. This frost call will be incorporated into the Enlistment Incentives Program, MCO 1130.53N, scheduled for release shortly.
