1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command, the implementation of a Prior Service Enlistment Program (PSEP) Enlistment Bonus.

2.  Background.  Every year 18,000 first term Marines leave the Marine Corps.  A vast majority of these Marines are qualified and eligible for reenlistment but choose to return to civilian life.  Actively pursuing these former Marines for the PSEP, will allow the Marine Corps to meet accession and end strength goals.   

3.  Information. Reference (a), authorizes an enlistment bonus for PSEP Marines returning to the Marine Corps in designated skills.  This program is separate from the Broken Service Selective Reenlistment Bonus (BSSRB) Program.   The PSEP Enlistment Bonus Program will authorize a bonus, to any PSEP applicant who retains their MOS, that corresponds to a MOS listed under a bonus contained in reference (b), the Enlistment Bonus Program.  An example is: a PSEP applicant retains MOS 0842, he reenlists, and MOS 0842 falls under the (PEF E-4) FIRE DIRECTION/CONTROL SPECIALIST $6000.00.  He will be authorized to receive that equivalent dollar amount bonus.  Bonus availability is NOT affected by existing inventories  allocated to each District. The existing Enlistment Bonus Program PEF codes will not be used for PSEP Bonus Program. The PEF code for PSEP Marines is “PZ”.

4.  Action.  

    a. Eligibility.  PSEP Bonus Program is effective 

15 Feb 00.  Previously approved cases are not eligible for the PSEP Bonus Program.  Only new prior service cases approved on or after the effective date are eligible.

PSEP applicants who were previously paid an enlistment bonus on their original enlistment, are not eligible for this bonus program.  Recruiters/NCOIC’s and RS Operations personnel will process PSEP packages in the current way of doing business.  When a PSEP package is approved by MMEA-6, the applicant will be classified as a PSEP or FTAP reenlistee. Any applicant approved as FTAP, is not eligible for the PSEP Bonus Program.  Those determined to be PSEP applicants will be identified by MMEA-6 and MCRC as Prior Service Enlistment Program Bonus approvals.  The MCRC letter authority will identify the MOS approved, the PEF code of “PZ”, bonus amount, and duty station assigned. 

     b.  Payment: The PSEP Bonus Program bonus will be paid in lump sum, minus taxes, no earlier than 30 days after arrival, at first duty station.

     c.  Administrative Procedures.  Ensure that the Program Enlisted For (PEF) code of “PZ” is entered into ARMS for all PSEP applicants.  There is no new PEF code for the PSEP with Bonus Program.  The Recruiting Station will have the applicant fill out the STATEMENT OF UNDERSTANDING FOR THE PSEP WITH BONUS GUARANTEE, (Enclosure 1), and attach to the Enlistment Contract (DD Form 4). Enclosure (1) may be reproduced locally.  The original SOU for PSEP with Bonus will be attached to the SRB copy of the Enlistment Contract (DD Form 4).   A copy of the SOU for PSEP with Bonus will be forwarded with the original Enlistment Contract (DD Form 4) to CMC (MMSB-20).
