1.  Purpose.  To promulgate new guidance on the reserve interview/orientation brief procedures.

2.  Information.  


    a.  Cancel MCRC FROST CALL 006-97 dtd 24 March 1997.


    b.  SMCR unit CO/I-I authorized representatives are required to conduct reserve orientation briefs for all newly assessed reservists.  This is an initiative to welcome and get acquainted with the new Marine.  The orientation brief is the first step in building unit cohesion and improving retention.  The SMCR unit CO/I-I is required to assign a sponsor/mentor to every new Marine before that Marine departs for recruit training.


    c.  The intent is for the sponsor/mentor to communicate to the reservist before they depart for recruit training, while they are attending training, and once they return to the SMCR unit.  This is in accordance with the Commandant's Planning Guidance.


    d.  To reiterate the original policy, this is NOT a screening process to determine eligibility for enlistment by the SMCR unit/I-I.  Recruiters are to escort the newly assessed reservist to the SMCR unit for an orientation brief.  Should there be a discrepancy with the contract of the new member, the SMCR unit will forward a report to MARFORRES (G-1).  MARFORRES will coordinate with Marine Corps Recruiting Command (RE) to resolve the issue.


    e.  Those individuals residing beyond the 100 mile radius are still required to obtain a waiver from MARFORRES.  The SMCR unit/I-I will coordinate all such waivers.  Unit commanders and I-I staff will dictate the form and content of the request for waivers to commute outside of the 100 mile radius.
