1.  Purpose.  To inform the Marine Corps Recruiting Command of the addition to the appointment to a grade other than private upon enlistment into the Marine Corps or Selected Marine Corps Reserve.

2.  Information.  The Marine Cadets of America (MCA) have requested, and the Manpower and Plans Division of M & RA have recommended the addition of their cadets to Table 4-2  of reference (a).  

3.  Background.  The Marine Cadets of America are headquartered in New Haven, CN.  The Cadet program is a youth organization for boys and girls ages 10 to 18.  They are sponsored by the Marine Corps, and designated by the Department of Defense as a service and educational activity with special interest to the armed forces of America.  The Mission of the MCA includes, “to educate the youth of our country as to the adverse effects of drugs, alcohol, tobacco, gangs, guns and violence that dominate our cities and neighborhoods today.”  The Cadet program is structured, has weekly meetings, recruit training, and field trips.  

4.  Action.  Effective 1 April 00, any member of the Delayed Enlistment Program accessing to, or any direct ship in the Marine Corps or Selected Marine Corps Reserve, who can show evidence of being an NCO with four (4) years participation in the Marine Cadet program can be appointed to the grade of Private First Class (E-2).   The date of appointment will be first day of active duty. This addition will be incorporated into the next formal change to the reference.
