                 (2) Sample Open Contract SOU
1.  Purpose.  To provide amplifying information on how to properly fill out SOU's.
2.  Background.  Recently, a number of MOS classification problems have arisen as a result of improper data entered on the Enlistment Option Program (EOP) and Open Contract SOUs.  In blocks 4a, 4b, and 17 of the EOP SOU, and block 14 of the Open Contract SOU applicants have been allowed to write specific MOSs, specific OccFlds, or other word(s) of MOS/OccFlds description, that may or may not correlate to the Program Enlisted For (PEF).  Additionally, some cases are complicated by SOUs in the Marine's SRB for a program that is different than what is reflected in the Automated Recruit Management System (ARMS).
3.  Information
a.  The EOP and Open Contract SOUs are legally binding documents as annex's to the Enlistment/Reenlistment Contract
(DD Form 4).  When an applicant is permitted to list MOSs or programs in which the Marine is/is not entitled, the Marine Corps becomes compelled and obligated to honor that agreement or allow them the opportunity to change programs or void their service obligation.
             
b.  Enclosures (1) and (2) are examples of how the SOUs should be completed.
             
c.  SOUs presently being used will continue to be used until new ones are disseminated with the signature and release of reference (b).
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 4.  Action.  All Recruiting Stations will immediately scrub their DEP pools to ensure all SOUs are properly completed.  The following is clarification on how data will be entered.
        a.  On FORM NUMBER 1130-001 (EOP), block 4a, the applicant will write the program description, and line out and initial unused space.  The program description is listed to the right of the Program Enlisted For (PEF) code in enclosure (2) of reference (a) (i.e. PEF BA, Aviation Electronics Technician).

        b.  On FORM NUMBER 1130-001 (EOP), block 4b, the applicant will write the number designator and name of ALL occupational fields (OccFld) listed under the corresponding program (i.e. 5900 Electronics Maintenance, 6300/6400 Avionics), and line out and initial unused space.

        c.  On FORM NUMBER 1130-001 (EOP), block 17, the applicant will list the PEF code, Program description and OccFlds in the program they are receiving (i.e. BA Aviation Electronics Technician, OccFlds 5900/6300/6400).

        d.  On FORM NUMBER 1130-002 (Open Contract), block 14, the applicant will enter "GENERAL ENLISTMENT: NEEDS OF THE MARINE CORPS".

        e.  Recruit Liasion Sections will take appropriate action to correct improperly completed SOUs and will maintain a record of the type of discrepancy and the Recruiting Station from which it originated.

       f.  Although there are many screens of quality control (Recruiter, NCOIC of Operations, MEPS Liaison, RLS, MCT Recruiter Liaison), it is the responsibility of each recruiter to ensure all SOUs are properly filled out.
