1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command, the implementation of new submission procedures for simple score Criteria Waivers.

2.  Background.   Many criteria waivers submitted to MCRC are sub-test requirement(s) of one to three points to qualify for enlistment incentives.  Some criteria waivers are submitted with few pages, to as many as ten pages.  This is time consuming and costly.  Most criteria waivers are routinely approved and the paperwork submitted is not necessary. 

3.  Information.  The authority to grant criteria waivers remains with MCRC.  All criteria waivers approved require a PEF Waiver Code entry on ARMS Screens.  Enlisted Operations (Programs Section) of MCRC is the only section authorized to input these entries.  Therefore the sub-delegation of authority cannot be utilized. 

4.  Action. 

    a.  Effective 8 May 00, all Recruiting Stations will submit criteria waivers for enlistment incentives in reference (a) and Reserve QSN MOS’s, to MCRC via their perspective district and region using the format in Enclosure (1). Criteria waivers for sub-test scores of the EL, CL, GT, and MM, in the one (1) to four (4) point range only will use this format.  All other criteria waivers will remain under the current order of business. 

    b.  Enclosure (1) will be annotated at the RS level and forwarded to the District.  The Districts Operations sections are encouraged to consolidate these RS Criteria Worksheets when deemed possible and forward to Regions who will forward to MCRC.

       SUBMISSION 

The MCRC Criteria Waiver Worksheet contained in the enclosure contains the NAME, SSN, DIST/RS, PEF, SCORE, POINTS, APPROVAL/DISAPPROVAL and ARMS ENTRY.  RS’s will enter the NAME, SSN, DIST/RS, PEF, SCORE, and POINTS, for each waiver case.  MCRC will annotate the APPROVAL/ DISAPPROVAL and ARMS ENTRY block and return the worksheet to the appropriate district and region.  No formal letters will be returned for these type waivers.  The fact the PEF Waiver Code is entered on the subjects’ ARMS screen is the waiver approval authority.  All other criteria waivers submitted, not utilizing the worksheet will have formal responses returned.
