Subj:  SCREENING PROCEDURES FOR APPLICANTS WHO HAVE USED HEMP OIL
Ref:   (a) MCO P1100.72B MPPM

1.  Purpose.  To provide information to recruiters on the screening and processing procedures for applicants who used hemp oil.

2.  Information.  Hemp oil is a saturated fat taken orally by body builders and other athletic individuals, to enhance muscle mass.  Hemp is a marijuana derivative and could trigger a positive test for marijuana (THC).

3.  Action.


a.  Applicants will be advised of the effects of using hemp oil products (could trigger a positive test for marijuana (THC))and the consequences of doing so as stated in this frost call.


b.  All applicants who test positive at the MEPS Drug and Alcohol (DAT) test or MCRD urinalysis will be disqualified for enlistment/retention regardless of the reason for the positive THC result.


c.  Applicants who have used hemp oil products and test positive for THC, will be classified under the current accession standards for enlistment as "Testing positive for THC" and are disqualified for enlistment per DoD USMEPCOM instructions.

d.  An applicants' hemp oil use in itself (admittal without testing positive for THC) is not illegal and will therefore not be classified as a waiver, nor documented in the enlistment packages.

e.  Request widest dissemination of this frost call.

4.  Cancellation.  This frost call is effective until cancelled.
