Ref:   (a) CG MCRC FY99 OPLAN  

1.  Purpose.  To notify all commands of the opportunity to provide referrals of non-high school graduates to Navy recruiters.

2.  Background.  Reference (a) limits MCRC in the enlistment of non-high school graduates.  MCRC can only access 100 quality Tier III accessions per year.  The United States Navy however has a program called the “Proven Performer Program” that allows for accessions of non-high school graduates with a strong record of work experience. 
3.  Action.  Recruiting Station Commanding Officers will inform all recruiters and NCOIC’s of the potential to assist non-high school graduates in possibly being eligible for enlistment in the United States Navy.  Currently, this practice is no doubt already occurring.  Emphasize to your recruiters that, even though not qualified for Marine Corps enlistment, our sister service may gain an accession. Under this mutual cooperation, applicants could still achieve their goal of service to their country.  This cooperation is a good situation for the Navy/Marine Corps Team.

4.  This process must not be portrayed in any derogatory form or fashion.  The purpose is simply to steer a particular group to where the potential for service exists.
