Subj:  GUIDANCE FOR CROSS-SHIPPING OF FY01 QSNS 

       DURING FY00 AND UPDATE ON THE CATEGORY P PROGRAM

1.  Purpose.  This is to provide guidance for the shipping of FY01 QSNs during FY00 as well as updated guidance for the Category P program. 

2.  Information.  Due to the potential reserve end strength shortage, Reserve Affairs (RA), has requested Marine Corps Recruiting Command to ship FY01 QSNs during FY00.  In addition, they have asked for MCRC to increase our number of applicants going the Category P program.  Collectively, RA is asking for 200 additional QSNs and 200 applicants entering the Category P program. In both areas these are goals and not missions.  All QSN’s shipped from FY01 in FY00 will correspondingly reduce the FY01 reserve accession requirement.  Enrollment in the Category P program should occur only at the time of DEP-in.  Exceptions to this policy must be addressed directly with RA.              

3.  Action.  Regions will determine the number of QSN’s from FY01 that can be shipped in FY00 and report that number to this headquarters.  Regions will provide weekly status reports starting 21 July 2000 through 30 September 2000.  Districts will coordinate directly with RA at (703) 784-9136 on the establishment of new pivot dates to allow cross-shipping of FY01 QSN’s.  Districts are requested to notify reserve applicants at the time of DEP-in about becoming a member of the Category P program.  

4.  Cancellation.  This frost call is cancelled on 30 September 2000.
