1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels within the Marine Corps Recruiting Command, the implementation of a new Security Clearance Screening Form.

2.  Background.  The current Security Clearance Screening Form of the reference, (Encl 1, page 2, para 2c, line 10) is required for enlistment into Intelligence (DD), Signals Intelligence (DC), and Security Forces (UV).  The ambiguity of the current form allowed Recruiting Stations to enlist applicants into these options who are ineligible for the required clearance.  The areas of concern relate to the citizenship of family members, marijuana usage, and pre-service drug history timeframe.  This has caused recruits, to be determined as ineligible for the required security clearance, and therefore causing reclassification by 

MMEA-11 Recruit Classification at M & RA, Headquarters, Marine Corps. 

3.  Information. Naval Security Group personnel at both Recruit Depots, and the Marine Corps Security Forces Battalion have reviewed the new enclosure.  This new Security Clearance Screening Form removes the ambiguity and defines more clearly the intent of the question.  This will hopefully diminish the frequency of applicants enlisting for the Intelligence (DD), Signals Intelligence (DC), and Security Forces (UV) options that are later determined to be ineligible for the required clearance.  Further, clearance criteria is determined by the Department of the Navy, Central Adjudication Facility (DONCAF), and is contained in SECNAV and SECDEF Instructions.  The Marine Corps Recruiting Command cannot waive clearance criteria.

4.  Action.  Effective 1 OCTOBER 2000, ALL applicants shipping to recruit training for the Intelligence (DD), Signals Intelligence (DC), and Security Forces (UV) options will have the new Security Clearance Screening Form contained in the enclosure, completed prior to shipping to recruit training.  Those found unqualified are not eligible for the specific option.  Questionable cases should be referred to MCRC Enlisted Operations for determination.
