Supervises requisitioning, receipt and allocation of tools, repair parts, and materials.  Makes labor and time estimates for repair/maintenance of bulk fuel equipment through the fourth echelon.  Keeps the Commanding Officer informed as to the progress of work, status of bulk fuel equipment readiness, training readiness, personnel MOS qualifications, and requirements for changes in procedures as related to fuel equipment.
