2. Duties Performed:  Acts as the technical advisor to the commanding officer on all matters pertaining to the maintenance and readiness of ground ordnance weapons.  Monitors ground weapon system readiness, work progress, and maintenance personnel qualification/training.  Conducts unit analysis to evaluate and assess weapon system performance, reliability, maintenance and logistic support, and establishes objectives to limit maintenance down time.  Manages the activities of personnel engaged in the recovery, salvage and maintenance of weapon systems (Small Arms and Artillery).  Prepares routine correspondence, naval messages, and reports.  Manages the functional areas of maintenance management.  For example: maintenance administration, personnel training, publication control, preventive and corrective maintenance, tool control, supply support, and maintenance related programs.  Establishes field maintenance sites, and procedures for the defense of those sites.  Manages embarkation of ground ordnance equipment.  Assists commanders with the planning, implementation, enforcement, and supervision of command arms, ammunition and explosives programs.  Monitors enforcement of physical security procedures for ground ordnance equipment.  Manages and provides oversight of disposal, storage, emergency planning for HAZMAT and ozone depleting substances.
