2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Data/Communications maintenance officers supervise and coordinate the installation, operation, maintenance and repair of data/communications equipment and systems.  They supervise highly skilled and trained maintenance personnel in the repair of sophisticated and complex equipment to include COMSEC items, imbedded microcomputer systems and individual communications devices.
 
3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  Career level maintenance course for enlisted MOS, normally taught at the Marine Corps Communications-Electronics School (MCCES), MCAGCC 29 Palms, CA.
 
4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOL:  Maintenance Management Course
 
5.  DESIRABLE PAST ASSIGNMENTS:  To be a well rounded applicant, duty assignments with maintenance units in the MHG, Communication Companies, MWCS, TERPES, VMAQ’s, and Electronics Maintenance Company are important.  Assignment to I&I duty and time in an infantry/artillery battalion/regiment or AAV/LAV/Tank battalion as a SNCO is also desirable.  Duty as an instructor at MCCES or other Comm-Elect related school enhances the applicant's background.  Technical proficiency of the applicant in his/her MOS and leadership ability are the most important elements to consider.
 
6.  FEEDER MOSs:  Warrant Officers selected for this MOS must be currently serving in the 2800 OccFld.  Selections from other MOS's are not qualified to become a 2805 Warrant Officer. There is no technical training available to qualify selectees from other MOS's.  The 2800 OccFld Marines receive their technical training while they are enlisted personnel.
7.  MISCELLANEOUS:  MOS sponsor is available to brief the board prior to selection of MOS 2805 warrant officers.
