2. Duties performed:  Range Officers supervise Marksmanship programs with small arms and crew-served weapons to include preparation of syllabi, scheduling, and range allocation.  Emphasis is on the continuing review and implementation of entry and sustainment level small arms training programs for all Marines. Incumbent Range Officer will be required to obtain and allocate training aids and devices and arrange logistical support for the programs being conducted. Range Officers are responsible for the conduct and oversight of Marine Corps marksmanship training programs throughout the Marine Corps where training ranges exist. Incumbent Range Officer will also responsible for developing Marksmanship training doctrine and small arms employment techniques. As Range Officers advance in grade, billet descriptions will include: Chief Range Officer at one of the two Recruit Depots; Range Control/Range Management Officers; Program Managers for new training systems acquisition; research and development of new weapon systems, ammunition, and targetry; and marksmanship doctrine development. Range Officers are normally assigned as Marksmanship Training Officers and Officers-in-Charge of small arms competition teams at the Post/Station level and the Marine Corps Shooting teams.
 
Additionally, at sites not having T/O assigned personnel Range Officers are assigned collateral duties as Ammunition Arms & Explosives Officers, and Responsible Officers for training facility accounts.  They are also responsible for the leadership and training of all permanently assigned range personnel (which could number up to 80 Marines), and personnel undergoing marksmanship training (which could number in excess of 800 Marines).
