1.  Purpose of screening  Recruiters are the first echelon of quality control in the Recruiting Service and thus, the first line in building a quality Marine Corps. Accordingly, recruiters must initially screen each prospect to determine basic eligibility. Ineligible prospects, or applicants, will then be immediately rejected.

2.  Types of names  A person's "Preferred Name" is the name by which the person is known and called in the community in which he/she resides and is best known.  A person’s "Legal Name" is the name used for enlistment.  The name used for enlistment will always be the legal name.  The legal name is entered in block #2, page 1, of the DD Form 1966 (Application for Enlistment), and is used on all enlistment forms.

3.  Names that are different on legal documents  There are required actions a recruiter must take when processing an applicant who desires to enlist using a name which differs on different types of legal documents. They are as follows;

a.  Social Security Card.  When processing an applicant who desires to enlist using a name which differs from the name on his/her social security card, the recruiter will ensure the applicant initiates and completes a request for name change on Social Security Administration Form, SS-5 Application for a Social Security Number Card.   This will ensure that the name under which the applicant is enlisted, is in agreement with the records of the Social Security Administration.

b.  Birth Certificate.  When processing an applicant who desires to enlist using a name which differs from the name on his/her birth certificate, naturalization certificate or marriage certificate, requires the applicant to produce one of the following documents;

            1)   A Court Order for change of name.

2) A married/divorced female applicant must produce marriage certificate/divorce 

            decree,  providing she desires to enlist using her married name.               

       c.  DD Form 214/215.  When processing a prior service applicant from any branch of the

       Armed Forces of the United States (Active or Inactive), who desires to enlist or reenlist in the

       Marine Corps using a name which differs from that shown on his/her DD Form 214/215,  the

       recruiter will ensure the applicant produces one of the following documents:


  1)   A Court Order for change of name.


              2)   A married/divorced female applicant must produce a marriage certificate/divorce

              decree,  providing she desires to enlist using her married name.

4.  Verifying name or age  The procedure for verifying an applicant's name or age is by the inspection of one of the following types of evidence:

     a.  Original birth certificate.

     b.  Certified copy of the original report of birth.

     c.  Certificate of birth registration.

     d.  Certificate in the form of a transcript or abstract from the birth record.

   e.  DD Form 372N (Request for Verification of Birth).
f.  DD Form 214/215

g.  NAVMC 5002 (Age Certificate). 

5.   Age requirements    The age requirements for non-prior service and prior service are as   follows:

     a. Non-prior service.  Not less than 17 years old, but less than 29 years of age (Note: Applicants 

     29 years of age and over are ineligible for enlistment).

     b. Prior service (other service).  When recruit training is required, not less than 17 years old, but 

     less than 29 years of age (Note: Applicants 29 years of age and over are ineligible for  

     enlistment).

c.  Prior service.  When recruit training is not required, not less than 17 years old but less than 

32 years of age. (Note: Active service in the Marine Corps, Army, Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard and including active service in the reserves  must be less than 32 years of age)

6.  Parental consent. The situation in which an applicant would require parental consent for enlistment is when processing an unmarried 17 year old applicant for enlistment into the regular Marine Corps, or the Marine Corps Reserve. 

7.  Granting parental consent  The individuals who can grant parental consent for enlistment are as follows:       

a. Custodial parent.  The individual who can grant parental consent for enlistment if the 

applicant’s parents are legally separated or divoriced, or the parents have abandoned the family, or is missing.

b. Remaining parent. When both parents do not sign, copies of court orders or decrees which 

explain and substantiate the status of the non-signing parents must accompany the application.  In case in which one parent has abandoned the family or is absolutely unavailable for                         signature (e.g. deployed on ship, in prison, out of the country, reported by the police as a          "missing person," or in a country where three are no recruiting representatives or                             individuals authorized to act as witnessing officials for the execution of the parental                      consent, etc.) but no formal proof exists, a statement will be made on the DD form 1966                by the remaining parent, confirming sole custody and assuming full responsibility for the                enlistment. Such statements will be executed before a witnessing official, recruiting                        Officer, or recruiter.  
c. Surviving parent.  The individual who can grant parental consent for enlistment if the 

applicant has one parent  who is deceased is the surviving parent. 

     d.  Legally appointed guardian.  The individual who can grant parental consent for enlistment if 

      the applicant has no living parents, or if parents were legally separated and the custody of the 

      applicant was awarded to a person other than one of the parents is the legally appointed 

      guardian.

e.  Both parents.  The individuals who can grant parental consent for enlistment if the 

applicant's parents are living and not legally separated or divorced are both parents.

8.  The three individuals who can witness parental consent   

     a.  Recruiter.

     b.  Recruiting Officer.

     c.  Notary Public. 

9.  Citizenship requirements  The following are the requirements for enlistment into the Regular and reserve Marine Corps :

a. For an applicant that’s going regular Marine Corps, the applicant must be a United 

States Citizen, or an Alien who is:

1)  A lawful Permanent Resident of the United States and is in possession of one of the  

following forms of evidence of that status: 

                       (a)  an un-expired form I-551, before December 1997 also known as an Alien 

 

Registration Card, and after December 1997 also known as a Permanent Resident 

                        Card.

(b)  an I – 94 Arrival / Departure Record on which is stamped in red ink on 



the lower right hand corner the words “Processed for I-551” stamp.

(c) a passport from their country of nationality in which is stamped in red ink on 

one of the pages a “Processed for I-551” stamp.

2)  Established a bona fide residence

3)  Established a home of record in the United States

b. For an applicant that’s going reserve Marine Corps, the applicant must be a citizen of the 

       United States; or

1) Have been lawfully admitted into the United States for permanent residence and

 have applied or intend to apply for United States Citizenship.

2) Have previously served in the Armed Forces or in the  National Security Training 

    Corps. 

3) Be a Canadian-born American Indian who has fulfilled the prerequisites in  paragraph 3221.1c,  page 3-25.

10.  Verifying U.S. Citizens   The procedure for verifying an applicant's U.S. citizenship, if the applicant was born in the United States, or for those U.S. citizens born abroad are as follows:
a. For those U.S. citizens that were born in the United States, is by the inspection of any 

documents, already mentioned used to verify age.

b. The procedure for verifying an applicant's U.S. citizenship, for those U.S. citizens born 

abroad, is by the inspection of one of the following: 

           
1)  DS Form 1350 (Certification of birth)


2)  FS Form 240 (Report of Birth Abroad of a Citizen of the United States)


4)  FS Form 545 (Certification of Birth Abroad)


5)  INS Forms N-560 and N-561 (Certificates of Citizenship)


6)  INS Forms N-550 and N-551 (Certificates of Naturalization)   


7)  A currently valid passport issued by the Secretary of State to a citizen of  the United 

            States.

11.  Verifying Alien status    If otherwise qualified,  an alien who meets the criteria in paragraph 3221 on page 3-25 is eligible for enlistment.  Documents,  which serve to verify residency status,   are:

     a.  INS Form I-551  (Note:  I-151 no longer proof )

     b.  INS Form G-845  (Document Verification Request from INS Records)  This form is used by 

     entities to verify an alien’s immigration status.  The INS office annotates the form and forwards  

     it directly to a recruiter or other military office.  It suffices as evidence of lawful admission for 

     permanent residence.  If an alien claims to be a legal permanent resident who lost their INS 

     Form I-151 / I-551, use of this form to verify their status is proper and encouraged.

      c.   INS Form I-94   (Arrival/Departure Record)  This form is normally executed for

      lawfully permanent resident aliens for statistical purposes only and is stamped. 

      d.  Declaration of Intention.  In addition to documenting which  permanent 

      residency status,  aliens who are applying for enlistment in the Selected Marine Corps Reserve  

      (SMCR) must also sign the following statement annotated for them in the “Remarks” section 

      of their DD Form 1966:

      e.   Stamped Notation on the Alien’s Foreign Passport.
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
