1.  Purpose of the Marine Corps College Fund  (4 MIN) (OFF – BLANK SCREEN / ON PPT– 3)  The Purpose of the Marine Corps College Fund is to assist recruiters by attracting highly qualified non-prior service applicants for enlistment in the Regular Marine Corps.

Note:  The Marine Corps College Fund (MCCF), is only available to non-prior service applicants.  The Marine Corps College Fund (MCCF), is an “Attachment “ to the Elilstment Options Program (EOP), Geographical Option Program (GOP) and the Musician Enlistment Option Program (MEOP), as the “Primary Incentives”.  While the Marine Corps College Fund will be considered an “Additional” incentive.

2.  Mental, moral and physical requirements for the Marine Corps College Fund  (6 MIN) (OFF – BLANK SCREEN / ON PPT– 4)    The mental, moral and physical requirements for the Marine Corps College are as follows:

    a.  Mental requirements:

         1)  Tier I - ( A High School Graduate with a bonified High School Diploma / High

         School Seinor expected to graduate on time with his / her class.)

         2)  Applicants must meet the minimum AFQT score of 50 and  minimum GT score of 100

             on the ASVAB.

   b.  Moral requirements:

1)  For the Marine Corps College Fund Program, the applicants must not require a

     moral\drug waiver above the Recruiting Station-level.

   c.  Physical requirements:  

1)  For the Marine Corps College Fund Program, applicants must have vision correctable to     

    20/20 and meet enlistment standards as described in MCO P1100.72 (MPPM), and various

    other requirements as prescribed for specific option desired.

3.  Other requirements for the Marine Corps College Fund  (2 MIN) (OFF – BLANK SCREEN / ON PPT – 8)  The other requirements are, the applicant must be a U.S. citizen. Additionally the applicant must meet the criteria set forth in the appropriate EOP,QEP,MEOP order.  Waivers will be accepted according to the current policy.  The most restrictive criteria always applies.  Once in recruit training must participate in the Montgomery G. I. Bill.

The  MCCF is an enlistment program which, in conjunction with the Montgomery G.I. Bill (MGIB), provides monetary benefits of up to $___________ for college education.

     Corps.

     guaranteed a specific occupational FIELD or MOS within that option.
