1. Purpose of the Medical Remedial Program  The purpose of the Medical Remedial Program is to allow male applicants who are disqualified because of a remedial medical defect to enlist under a waiver and have their defects remedied upon entry on active duty.  The Chief Medical Officer (CMO) at the MEPS will certify medical eligibility of applicants for this program, and mark  the standard form 88 "MREP".

This program is restricted to non-prior service male applicants for the regular Marine Corps.

2.  Mental requirements for the Medical Remedial Program  The mental requirements for the Medical Remedial Enlistment Program are as follows:

a. Tier I - ( A High School Graduate with a bonified High School Diploma / High School

    Seinor expected to graduate on time with his / her class.)

     b.  Applicants must meet the minimum AFQT score of 50 and minimum GT score is not

required on the ASVAB.

3  Moral requirements for the Medical Remedial Program  The moral requirements for the Medical Remedial Enlistment

 Program are:

    a.  Applicants must meet enlistment standards as described in MCO P1100.72 (MPPM)
    Applicants requiring moral waivers higher than those that may be granted by the

    Recruiting Station Commanding Officer, will NOT be enlisted under this program.

b.  Waivers of the aforementioned criteria may be considered by the Commandant of the

    Marine Corps (Code MRRE) on a case by case basis, provided the applicant is otherwise highly

    qualified for enlistment.

4.  Physical requirements for the Medical Remedial Program  The physical requirements for the Medical Remedial Enlistment Program are:

a. The applicant May have up to TWO disqualifying factors of the below listed defects.

However, only ONE can require surgery.

         1)  Pilonidal cyst or sinus cyst.


 


         2)  Hemorrhoids.

         3)  Undescended Testicle, unilateral.




         4)  Varicocele.








         5)  Hydrocele.








         6)  Inguinal hernia, unilateral.





         7)  Under minimum weight by not more than 10 %.


         8)  Undescended testicle and inguinal hernia, same side.

         9)  Inguinal hernia and Varicocele / Hydrocele, same side.

       10)  Simple Goiter.








       11)  Deviated nasal septum with airway obstruction.   

       12)  External otitis.







       13)  Hyperdactylia (hands and feet).




       14)  Cystic acne, likely to benefit from antibiotic/Accutane therapy.




 

       15)  Gynecomastia, simple-not associated with or a result of end ocrinopathy


       16)  Ingrown toenail(s).
        17)   Orthopedic hardware requiring removal to meet military entrance standards

    requires radiographic evidence of bony union.

       18)  Phimosis-when circumcision is required for hygiene.

       19)  Hypertrophic tonsils and adenoids with airway obstruction.









       20)  Nasal polyps with airway obstruction.



       21)  Abdominal wall hernia - only primary hernias, no incisional hernias.

Note:  Such defects must be determined by medical speciclaist to be correctable to the extent that the  applicant will be fit to undertake basic training within a maximum period of eight weeks of treatment.

5.  Terms of Enlistment for the Medical Remedial Program  The terms of enlistment for the Medical Remedial Enlistment Program are 4 or 5 year terms only.  There are NO special promotion incentives available to MREP qualified applicants.  The geographical assignment incentives available to qualified applicants in the Medical Remedial Enlistment Program are in accordance with the needs of the Marine Corps.  There is NO special guaranteed training provided to MREP qualified applicants.

Note:  Request for programs/bonuses may be submitted to CMC (CODE MRRE) on a case by case basis.  Medical Remedial Program   applicants are not eligible for enlistment under the provisions of the Geographical Enlistment Program or the College Enlistment Program.  This stipulation is not waverable.
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
