1. Purpose of the Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps Scholarship Program (NROTC) The purpose of the Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps Scholarship Program (NROTC) is to educate and train qualified young men and women for service as commissioned officers in the unrestricted line corps of the Regular Navy and Marine Corps.

Note:  As part of your Commanding Officer’s Milestones, you will be required to give a formal NROTC College Scholarship Program Presentation to each of your High Schools.

2.  General eligibility requirements for the Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps Scholarship Program (NROTC)  The general eligibility requirements for the NROTC scholarship program are as follows:

    a.  United States citizen.

    b.  17 years of age by September 1st of the year starting college and less than 21, on June

    30, of that year.

    c.  High school graduate or possess an equivalency certificate by August 1st of the same

    year entrance into the NROTC four-year Scholarship Program is anticipated.

    d.  Physically qualified in accordance with Navy standards.

Note: Candidates are expected to be in excellent physical and mental condition and must pass a stringent physical examination for acceptance into the NROTC program.

    e.  Have no moral obligations or personal convictions that will prevent conscientious

    bearing of arms, and supporting and defending the Constitution of the United States against all

    enemies, foreign or domestic.

    f.  Apply for and gain admission to an NROTC college or colleges. (Admission to an NROTC 

    institution is not required during the selection process. However, admission must be received

    before the scholarship can be awarded.)

    g.  Achieve finalist College Board qualifying scores.  (Competition for NROTC scholarships is

    especially keen, and winners typically have SAT scores which fall in the top 10 percent

    nationally.)

    (1)  The following are some of the requirements and more disqualifying conditions. 

         (a)  HEIGHT-Men: Navy, 62-78 inches; Marines, 66-78 inches. Women: Navy and Marines, 

         60-78 inches.

         (b)  WEIGHT-Proportionate to height with no waivers for overweight or obese candidates.

         (c)  EYES-Color vision: Navy-normal (Farnsworth Lantern test will be required if other tests 

         are equivocal.) Marines-no requirement. Distant visual acuity of 20/20 each eye-uncorrected.

         A limited number of waivers are available for applicants whose vision is correctable to 20/20

         each eye with spectacles.

3. Length and Obligation of the Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps Scholarship Program (NROTC)  The NROTC scholarship program comes in the following categories:

    a.  LENGTH

         1)  THE FOUR YEAR NROTC COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM.  
This program is

         available to students who will have graduated from high school before 1 August of the year

         they intend to start college. NROTC scholarship selectees are appointed midshipmen in the

         United States Naval Reserve, by the Secretary of the Navy and are granted compensation and

          benefits authorized by law for a period not to exceed four years of undergraduate study. 

          2)  THE TWO YEAR NROTC SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM: This program 
is open to

          college students who will complete their sophomore year, or third year in a five year

          curriculum. The two year scholarship covers the final two years of college.

    b. OBLIGATION  Upon graduation, NROTC Scholarship Program students are commissioned

    as regular officers in the Navy or Marine Corps and serve at least four years (the minimum) in 

    an active duty status.

Note: Students who disenroll from the NROTC Scholarship Program for reasons beyond their control will normally be discharged wihtout penalty.  A minimum of Two Years Active Enlisted Service may be required.  Students who disenroll or are disenrolled from the NROTC Scholarship Program for academic or personal reasons after the begining of the sophomore year.

4.  Compensation and benefits for the Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps Scholarship Program (NROTC)   The compensation and benefits for the NROTC scholarship program are as follows:

    a.  The Four year Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps Scholarship Program (NROTC):

         1) During the years of college training the Marine Corps pays:

              (a) Tuition.

              (b) Costs of textbooks.

              (c) Fees of an instructional nature.

              (d) A tax free subsistence allowance of $200 per month for a maximum of Forty (40)

              academic months.

              (e) Midshipmen also receive (E-5) pay during summer


   training periods.

Note:  The subsistance allowance that a Midshipman recives while in college is usually not sufficient to pay all college expenses.  Experience has shoen that an additional $300.00 to $4000.00 per year, depending on the college and the student, is usually needed to meet all  expences.  Because most colleges advise first year students not to take outside employment. Applicants should plan to attend a college where expenses will be within their budgets.

    b.  The Two Year Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps Scholarship Program (NROTC):

         (1)  This program provides the following for two academic years:

              (a) Tuition.

              (b) Costs of textbooks.

              (c) Fees of an instructional nature.

              (d) A tax free subsistence allowance of $200 per month for a maximum of twenty (20)

              academic months.

              (e) Uniforms.

Note:  Between academic years, three summer training periods of about four to six weeks are conducted for scholarship program students.  However, during drills, summer training periods and specified Naval Science Classes, they wear uniforms furnished by the government, and conduct themselves in a military manner.  
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
